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Media Education in Russia: Current News

The monograph "Media Education: History, Theory & Methods" (Rostov: CVVR, 2001, 708 p.) received the Russian Guild of Film Studies prize 2002 for the best Russian theoretical book on the media and film.
In September 2002, the Scientific Research Group, headed by Prof. Alexander Fedorov, officially launched media education in Russian universities. With a positive response from the Russian Ministry of Education, this initiative for future teachers has begun in the Department of Social and Cultural Development of Personality at Taganrog State Pedagogical Institute. The name of new specialization is ‘media education’. Official registration in Russian Ministry of Education is N 03.13.30. All information about this new specialization included in the book of Alexander Fedorov ‘Media Education in Pedagogical Universities’ (Taganrog: Kuchma Publishing House, 2003, 124 p.). The creation of this book was supported by the Program “Russian Universities” (Russian Ministry of Education), scientific research “Problems & Prospects of Media Education’s Development in the Universities of Modern Russia” (UR N 10.01.056). Head of the research project is Prof.Dr.Alexander Fedorov.
This book analyzed the questions of media education and media literacy in Russian pedagogical universities. Author describes the practical ways of the media education, media literacy for university students. This book includes the texts of the media education courses’ programs for the pedagogical universities and the lists of  media education literature & addresses of websites of the Russian associations & organizations for media education.

Alexander Fedorov is also the editor of abstract’s and articles book ‘Modern Media Education: Content and Management’ (Moscow: State University of Management, 2002, 80 p.). This book  included articles & abstracts of  J.Andrews, L.Bagenova, O.Baranov, C.Bazalgette, E.Bondarenko, I.Chelysheva, W.Earle, A.Fedorov, J.C.Gonzales, S.Goodman, V.Guga, M.C.Hatol, I.Karuna, A.G.Martin, T.Merlo Flores, A.Novikova, T.Panhoff, S.Penzin, G.Polichko, F.P.Rabasco, I.Rother, A.Sharikov, C.Worsnop, and others media educator and researchers from Russia, UK, Spain, Canada, U.S., Norway and other countries.

The publishing house "Poznanie" ("Knowledge") published a new monograph by Alexander Fedorov and Irina Chelysheva, entitled "Media Education in Russia: Short History of Development." (Taganrog: Poznanie, 2002, 266 p.) The creation of this monograph was supported by the Russian Science Foundation for Humanities. It analyzes the history of media from the beginning of the twentieth-century to the beginning of the twenty-first century and includes theory and methods of media education in Russia. The authors describe the creative works of the leaders of Russian media education, the practical ways of the media, and film education for students. The monograph features a list of Russian media education literature – books, articles, dissertations, educational programs – as well as the addresses of Web sites for media education associations and organizations. The texts of university-level programs such as "Media Education" and "History and the Theory of Media Education" are also included. 

Another Alexander Fedorov’s book is ‘Media Education in the Western World’ (Taganrog: Kuchma Publishing House, 2003, 238 p.). This is description of development of media education in many countries – U.S., UK, Canada, Australia, France, Germany and others.

This is the fifth book about media education in Russia published in the 3 past years.
